The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:01 P.M. in City Council Chambers on Tuesday, October 11 by Mayor Rodney Strait. Mayor Rodney Strait, Vice-Mayor Mary Ann Ferris (via phone), Councilpersons Amanda Sayers, Julia Currey, Patrick Kovalck, and Bill Watson were present. Councilperson Max Palmer was absent. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Petition of Citizens: There were no Petitions.

Executive Reports:

Mayor Report: Mayor Strait reported: Chad Edwards and I attended a meeting at Fairmont State University that was attended by Governor Jim Justice. The Governor held a discussion on Amendment II and discussed his plan of revoking the personal property tax on cars.

He will call a special session if Amendment II is defeated for this purpose. 

Julia Curley and I met with a representative at the city park to discuss pickle ball courts.

Jay Harmer and I met and looked for placement of new fire hydrants around Shinnston Fire Dept's first due area.

Met with Chris Jaggie public works director who has ordered parts to repair three existing fire hydrants. Ones needing repair are on Station Street and Pike street. One on Saltwell Road and the last one is at the old WesBanco drive -thru location on art 19 .

Chris is also checking on the price of new fire hydrants and we will be looking for a contractor to install them.

Attend a Park Board meeting to discuss Trick-or-Treat celebration at the park and also had a discussion about pickle ball courts. The city is looking in to the cost of the pickle ball courts and is all involved in setting up the courts. 

Talked to one the contractor bidding on the new sidewalks in the city. The sidewalks that are going to replaced are from Walnut Street to the old Murphy Building and from Walnut Street to Bridge Street on the Bank side of Route 19.
