The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 6.55 P.M. at Shinnston Woman’s Club and Zoom on Monday, February 14, 2022 by Mayor Pat Kovalck. Mayor Pat Kovalck, Vice-Mayor Andrew Kisamore. Councilpersons Bill Watson, Rodney Strait, and Brian Parrish (via Zoom) were present. Councilpersons Mary Ann Ferris and Kevin Wiles were absent. Mayor Kovalck led the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilperson Strait gave the Invocation. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

The City recognized the Lincoln Middle School Wildcats Dance Line for winning their first County Dance Line Competition with a resolution naming January 29, 2022 Lincoln Middle School Wildcats Dance Line Day. Mayor Kovalck presented the Resolution to the members and coaches of the Wildcats Dance Line.
Mayor Kovalck moved to accept the Minutes of Regular Session 1-10-22; Special Meeting 1-31-22; Work Session 1-31-22 as presented. Vice-Mayor Kisamore seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Executive Reports:

Mayor

Attended the SDA meeting on 2/9/22 where the members took part in the election of officers. 
I had to miss the HCMA meeting because it coincided with the SDA meeting. I felt it more important this month to work with the SDA. 

On Saturday, I had the honor of judging a chili cook-off at RG Almost Heaven Harley-Davisson dealership. The benefits went to Operation Firm Handshake, which is a Veterans organization that provides home repair and other services to fellow veterans. We also raised a decent donation for the Harrison County Hogs-For-Dogs charity to benefit the Harrison County Humane Society. It was a nice event and I hope to get an invite again.  

The city manager and I discussed the filling of the Shinnston seat on the HCEDC due to Anthony Tate’s leaving employment. Chad will fill that seat himself until he decides when or if we re-fill that position. Or if the council recommends, we will vote on filling the vacancy. 

 The CM and I also attended a Harrison County Commission meeting where we spoke to the amenable relationship that we currently have with the Commission. Currently, we enjoy a very open-door type of communication with them and hope that it continues. 

The CM and I also visited lower Oakwood Dr., where a culvert has plugged up causing a pond to form. The water is running over the road and washing it out severely. There is concern about the road slipping quickly. I have contacted Cameron Nuzum, an engineer and neighbor, to assist us with a correction plan. We will soon have a meeting to develop the best, cost effective solution.

We can have various jobs completed by Extreme Endeavors and remove those from our project list which will free up funds for other issues or reduce the amount of what we need to borrow. I’ll turn the floor over to Caitlin Wiley and Mike Masterson for more explanation on where we are and what we have done.
