The Regular Meeting of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. at Shinnston Woman’s Club on Monday, May 9, 2022 by Mayor Pat Kovalck. Mayor Pat Kovalck, Vice-Mayor Andrew Kisamore. Councilpersons Bill Watson, Rodney Strait, Mary Ann Ferris, Brian Parrish, and Kevin Wiles were present. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Mayor Kovalck led the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilperson Ferris gave the Invocation.

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

OFFICE AND ADMINISTRATION

Attended the General Finance Officers Association last week.

Takeaways: 

1) Federal infrastructure grant money will require compliance with Senate Bill 234 stating municipalities and utility companies have a cash reserve of 1/8 of the operating cost set aside for emergencies.

2) State Auditor JB McClusky told us he has a contact dealing with money for dilapidated properties. I will make contact with this person.

3) B&O taxes for new vehicles is being phased out beginning the next fiscal year.

4) There is a concern that other sectors will be targeted next.

5) I spoke with the attorney recommended by City Attorney Trey Simmerman to assist us with refinancing our water and sewer bonds. He is also going to help us with potential TIF districts 

Mayor Kovalck:

I attended a Ribbon Cutting at Poppy & Gigi’s. The Harrison County Economic Development Corporation meeting was cancelled. The SDA walked Pike Street Wednesday taking an inventory of buildings. Vice-Mayor Kisamore and I measured the door at the Museum and it is in Code.
Councilperson Strait requested a letter to James Jarrett to thank him for the property on Saltwell Road.
Mayor Kovalck moved to accept the election of the Shinnston Volunteer Fire Department of Donnie Charles Lindsey as Fire Chief. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
No action was taken on the Agenda item for permission to obtain a 90-day loan at the request of the City Manager.
City Manager presented Council with a list of streets to be paved in 2022. Councilperson Ferris pointed out Matthew Street is concrete. Mayor Kovalck suggested setting the parking lot of the Little League Field aside. He suggests the Little League do a fund drive

Councilperson Ferris moved to approve the paving list excluding the Little League Parking Lot and substituting Vincent Street. Councilperson Watson seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Councilperson Wiles moved to Table the Opioid Resolution. Councilperson Watson seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Councilperson Watson moved to adjourn. Councilperson Strait seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
