The Work Session of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in City Council Chambers on Monday, November 28, 2022 by Mayor Rodney Strait. Mayor Rodney Strait, Vice-Mayor Mary Ann Ferris, Councilpersons Amanda Sayers, Max Palmer, Patrick Kovalck, and Bill Watson were present. Councilperson Julia Currey was absent. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Mayor Strait led the Pledge of Allegiance. Vice-Mayor Ferris gave the invocation. 

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.

Executive Reports: Mayor Strait reported he went to Nutter Fort to see Doggy Day Care. 
He also attended Shop Small Saturday in Shinnston shop Local.
City Manager: City Manager Edwards reported he received notification from Clarksburg Water Board is raising rates for resale customers sue to the problem with lead in their waterlines. The rates are going from 3.37 to 3.57 a gallon. The snowplow has been bixed. He will be attending the Legislative Luncheon Wednesday at 11:30. Finance Officer Hinerman and Executive assistant Drainer are investigating upgrading our phone service. He is meeting with DOH on December 5 regarding school zone lights at 8:30 at the City Building. There will be a ribbon cutting at The Press at 11:00 December 9
Council gave City Manager Edwards a list of things to address with DOH. The Christmas light at Pro-Care is out.

Duane Blackwell, who is willing to serve on the Land Bank Committee, was present if Council had questions for him.

Mayor Strait stated the intent of the Land Bank is to categorize properties, track liens, and take ownership of properties to decide if usable or tear down. Shinnston Development Authority would look at the property and decide if it is viable as a business location or better use as a residence. The City will check with our attorney for legal procedures.
Richard Gaines of Stantec gave Council information that is still conceptual, and the Council again agreed to move forward to funding the project.  Stantec will be utilizing their 150-funding specialist to find the best funding for the City on the project. He explained the process and Stantec will look at the cost of painting tanks vs new tanks. He suggested getting Rural Water and EDA together for a presentation.
