The Work Session of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:02 P.M. at the Shinnston Woman’s Club on Monday, February 28, 2022 by Mayor Pat Kovalck. Mayor Pat Kovalck, Vice-Mayor Andrew Kisamore, Bill Watson, Councilpersons Mary Ann Ferris, Rodney Strait, and Kevin Wiles were present. Councilperson Brian Parrish was absent. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Mayor Kovalck led the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilperson Strait gave the invocation.

Executive Reports:
Mayor Kovalck stated he had nothing to report.

City Manager Edwards:

WATER

Meter installation has begun. All homes on Saltwell Road have been completed. 

SEWER AND STORMWATER

The more serious of our sewer lines breaks are completed. 

On VanRufus, the area holding water has been drained, but the pipe is so plugged up they cannot get it completely open. Work will require a contractor or someone with the equipment to handle the project. Brad is recommending we place large rock in the ditch to prevent mud buildup that spills into the drain and causes blockage. Randall and Cameron Nuzum are helping, and we will get more advice from them.  
PUBLIC WORKS

Signs are up from Subway to the park. A few roads were missing and one was misspelled. I will get the signs needed to fix these. The rest of the project will be on hold until fiscal year 2023. 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

There is a Business Breakfast Club meeting Wednesday Feb 2nd at 8:30am. 

PARKS AND REC

Sonia has booked a company to fix the slide so that it will be done before the pool is open. We have plans to build two new pavilions: one inside the pool and one up on the hill. 

OFFICE

My trip to Kentucky was beneficial. I got some new ideas and made some friends. I also met with a bond refinancing company. He and I plan to talk in the next few weeks about our possibilities. I also spoke with a representative from OpenGov.org. In concert with our state auditor we will be participating in the program. 

Vice-Mayor Kisamore is looking for a place to put a dog park and financing for it. The opinion of Council is that it should be on the West side. It needs to be visible and maintained.

Councilperson Strait asked how much we have in the fund. He said we have 3 hydrants at Public Works that need to be put back on Saltwell Road. Shinnston VFD Chief Oliveto says it will cost $6000 per hydrant, installed, per new hydrant. We should have a hydrant every 1500 feet.
Regarding the telemetry: It was discovered the direction of the intake is in question. The telemetry people will check the flow with a scuba diver.

In the discussion of the Sidewalk Grant, Mayor Kovalck thinks the sidewalk grant will be from Harmer’s to as far as we can go or the opposite side of the street are our options. After discussion, it was decided from Walnut Street at Harmer’s to the Murphy building should be the decision.

City Manager Edwards would like to hire a Grant Writer on commission rather than an employee or by fee. Council is in favor of a Grant Writer.
We will be asking DOH and the BOE for a traffic light at Lincoln High School and see what we can get.

Bruce McDaniel has completed his study. The Sanitary Board will meet on March 17, 2022 at City Hall.

City Manager requested the Finance Committee (Councilpersons Strait, Ferris, and Watson) meet at 1:30 on March 9, 2022.
