Councilperson Kovalck moved to Table the First Reading of the Source Water Protection Plan. Councilperson Currey seconded. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Committee Reports:

Councilperson Kovalck reported the SDA is looking into amending the current Ordinance for new and existing business. The committee is meeting Thursday to review it.

Mayor Strait reported he will be attending a meeting with Region VI on December 6.

City Police contracts: The City Manager will review them and then take it to Council for approval.

Interim City Manager Drainer requested that employees with a P-card can spend up to $250 without prior approval. Department heads up to $5000 per incident.
