City Manager:

 Kathleen, Tori, and I attended the WV Municipal Conference from August 1st to August 3rd. There were many good training sessions. Two takeaways worth sharing. We’d like to recruit some interns from WVU to do a disability study on all our facilities, parks and streets. We also met with two people who work with discretionary spending (earmarks) and they have agreed to help us in the next round.
