The Work Session of the Shinnston City Council was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in City Council Chambers on Tuesday, May 30, 2023 by Mayor Rodney Strait. Mayor Rodney Strait, Vice-Mayor Mary Ann Ferris, Councilpersons Amanda Sayers, Julia Currey, Max Palmer, Patrick Kovalck, and Bill Watson were present. Also present were City Manager Chad Edwards, Executive Assistant Tori Drainer, and City Clerk Kathleen Panek.

Mayor Strait led the Pledge of Allegiance. Vice-Mayor Ferris gave the invocation. 

It was ascertained that a quorum was present.
Petition of Citizens: There were no Petitions of Citizens.
Executive Reports:
Mayor Strait reported he attended the Chamber of Commerce Dinner. Senator Shelly Moore-Capito was the keynote speaker. He met with the City Manager several times. Mayor Strait stated if there are any problem with East Avenue or Clement Street call the WVDOH.

City Manager Edwards reported: There will be a Sanitary Board meeting at 5:00 PM, June 21 at city hall. One of the recent Officers resigned and we have hired another Certified Officer. We will be flushing hydrants in June. We will be interviewing for Public Works Friday. He and Councilperson Currey met with DOH May 25 regarding the parking lot. An agreement has been reached. The State is going to pave US Rt 19.
There was discussion of sidewalks.

City Manager Edwards continued stating the State Auditors are done auditing 2019 and 2020. We do not have an Exit Report. There was no sign of fraud, embezzlement, or misappropriation of funds. Wind Sown Wednesday will be June 7 at the Greenspace at 6:30 PM. We have no bids so far for demolition. We will know by Friday. The Pool os open.

There was discussion of trash at the Pool and Park.

Mayor Strait said he has been contacted about the installation of hydrants. There was a discussion about hydrants.
In the discussion of the preparation of the Agenda, it was determined there would be Committee Reports at the Regular Meetings.
Councilperson Kovalck gave a report on the SDA Meeting.
Councilperson Currey said the Land Bank is working on getting everyone together next week.
City Manager Edwards said the fastest way to settle the Hutchinson Water situation is for the City of Shinnston to purchase the Hutchinson System but no money will change hands.

In regard to the issue with the cemetery above the old high school that is happening in the City, City Manager Edwards advises that the City not get involved.
